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What to do to prevent theft and accident when keeping a firearm

1. Keep the firearm out of reach of children at all times (even when an adult is present)

2. You are strongly advised not to keep a loaded and armed weapon.

3. Keep ammunition in a different place from firearms.

4. Check that the weapon is not loaded before performing maintenance or handling it, and in particular:
a.
point the firearm in a safe direction at all times while handling it;
b.
empty the barrel or magazine or remove and empty the clip, as the case may be;
c.
when the firearm has moving parts (breechblock, slide), operate these parts to extract any

cartridges from the chamber and check the latter;
d.
check that nothing is obstructing the barrel;
e.
operate the trigger with the firearm pointing in a safe direction.

5. When you are absent, lock the firearm in a burglar-proof cabinet or safe, or if such a container in not available, fit the firearm with a removable device temporary preventing its use, such as a trigger guard, a cable or a bracket attached to a fixed place. Do not leave the keys to these cabinets, safes or other containers or devices in the keyholes and keep them in a safe location.

6. If you are absent for a long period, consider placing the firearm in a safety deposit box (for example rented at a bank).

7. When absent lockup the ammunition.

8. If a firearm is stolen or lost, immediately inform the Police.
